When holding the yoyo as shown in fig. 1, confirm that the end of the string and surrounding area are not caught on anything.

When the string is caught in the bearing as shown in fig. 2, the string can break easily, leading to a risk of danger. Confirm that the end

of the string is secured on the bearing as shown in the Q figure and not tangled or caught inside. When replacing the string, please use
the HYPER YOYO ACCEL-exclusive "ACCEL STRING" (sold separately). Other strings may break easily, leading to risk of danger.

When the string becomes worn down, replace it (string sold separately) following the steps below.
Be sure that the left and right sides of the body of the yoyo are shut (the yoyo is not in an open state) when attaching the string.

Hold the string with your fingers and rotate the yoyo to untwist the string.
Enlarge the loop and remove the string from the yoyo.

Precautions When Setting Up

Do not attach the end of the string to the bearing when the yoyoisinan
opened state.

Adjusting the Length of the String  When the string is attached

If the string isn’t adjusted to the right length for you, the yoyo might keep hitting your body or the floor, making it hard to play.
Suspend the yoyo so that the main body rests on the floor and cut the string about 10 cm above your belly button as

shown in fig. 1. (It is okay to use the string even if the length is shorter than described above.)

Make a loop by folding about 4 cm of the end of the cut string as shown in fig. 2.

(1) Adjust the width of the gap!

Roll the yoyo body in the direction marked by the arrow in fig. Fig. 1
1 and narrow the gap of the yoyo. It may be possible to properly
wind the string by first narrowing the gap.

Closing the yoyo too tightly may result in damage.
Take care not to overtighten and only use the
strength of your fingers to turn the yoyo.




(2 Tighten the twist of the string!

If the twist of the string becomes loose, as shown in fig. 2, it may become difficult for it to catch the star (the notched part in the center of
the body) and it may be necessary to tighten the twist.

As shown in fig. 3, hold the string with your fingers about 10 ¢cm away from the yoyo, and with your other hand rotate the yoyo clockwise
to tighten the twist! The yoyo will become easier to wind.

Addressing Issues

How to remove the string when it becomes tangled

Hold one side of the yoyo body firmly with one hand and turn the other side in the
direction of the arrow to open the yoyo. Remove the bearing from inside, and once
the tangle comes undone, return the bearing to its initial position.

To avoid the risk of injury, do not touch the screw.
Once the tangle has been undone, close the yoyo body immediately and do not leave it
on the floor or elsewhere with the screw exposed.

When holding the yoyo between your fingers, hold it such that your thumb rests in the indentation at the center of the Accel disk.
Additionally, do not apply too much force and gently pinch only the Accel disk.

If excessive force is applied to the outer portion of the Accel disk while continually

performing the ACCEL SPIN, the Accel disk may lock up and become unable to spin.
